Safety 
 All rides are conducted on fully sealed 

roads and the route will be signed to help 
riders stay on course. 

 

 Marshals will be available at major traffic 
points to assist riders. Marshals will be 
withdrawn at 10.30am. 

 

 All riders undertake to obey the road rules 
as a condition of entry. 

 

 75 km and 45 km riders must be over 15 
years. 

 

 Riders in the 15 km ride under 15 years 
must be accompanied by an adult. 

 

 75 km event riders must be able to 
average 25 kph and riders in the 45 km 
event must be able to average 20 kph. 

 

 All bikes must be mechanically sound and 
roadworthy. 

 

 Support vehicles will be available if 
assistance is required. They will carry extra 
water. 

 

 Refreshment stops will be available during 
the ride.
